VCC Building 
1. In accordance with recommendations for the maintenance of the VCC clubhouse, the 

trees adjacent to the northern side of the building have been removed by Colonial 
Landscaping. The stumps now are at ground level and treated to prevent future 
growth.  

2. The lift malfunction has been addressed with a replacement part installed by Easy-
Living Home Elevators.  

3. The lift has been serviced, again by Easy Living Home Elevators. 
4. The roof repair is proving to be problematic as availability of a roof plumber has been
